AD DAVIS GYMNASIUM AND BALLFIELD USE FOR YOUTH SPORTS-John Willis

TriColumbus has been doing races at Callaway Gardens for over 10 years.

We wanted to pair with an event that was going on in Pine Mountain to bring visitors to the town. We
normally have over 200 riders. Will have approximately 75 cars parked at the ballfield for the event.
She would like this to be an annual event. Chief Ferrone asked if there would be any overnight
camping and she stated no.

Mrs. Cogle requested the use of the ballfield by AD Davis Gymnasium for parking on September 19%
for a marathon.

DUNN AVENUE-Donna Oliver/Mayor Mullins

Ms. Oliver was not present. !

Mr. Austin Gibson, Town Attorney, spoke on the matter. At the 11/10/25 regular Council meeting,
Donna Oliver requested that Council act to close Dunn Avenue, which is a public right-of-way
maintained by the Town. Mr. Gibson would counsel against trying to close Dunn Avenue to future
traffic, particularly when we lack any substantive knowledge of the development or the developer’s
plans for Dunn Avenue. This owner has frontage on Dunn Avenue within the Town limits already, so
we cannot keep him from accessing Dunn Avenue. Although this development is to be located in
Troup County, we should work cooperatively with Troup County to ensure that we are kept abreast
of the development and the subdivision approval process. In this regard, the Town can ensure that
the County is aware of its concerns with respect to Dunn Avenue to ensure that primary access for
this development will not be coming through Dunn Avenue but rather through the substantial
frontage on Highway 27.

APPROVAL REQUEST TO USE EXISTING SIGN STRUCTURE 408 N. MAIN AVENUE (PINE
MOUNTAIN KITCHEN)-Kenny & Emily Terbrock

Mr. Terbrock requested approval to reuse the existing 8X8 sign structure. We are requesting this for
the safety of our customers. The signage would show customers/citizens where to park for their
safety. The request was not approved by Mayor Mullins or Harris County Community Development,
therefore required Mr. Terbrock to come before Council for approval. The sign ordinance states the
maximum free-standing sign shall be limited to thirty-two (32) square feet. Pole signs shall not
exceed fifteen (15) feet in height.

Mr. Pound made a motion to approve the request from Mr. Terbrock for the 8X8 sign.

Mr. Trott and Ms. Mabry voted in favor of the motion.

Mr. Scott voted against the motion.

REZONING SCHEDULE-Mayor Mullins
